Selling & Buying Used Shoes

We have adopted a new way of selling/buying 
used shoes and we are still accepting them.

The shoes must be cleaned and in a Gallon size 
Ziploc bag.  You should use a 

sharpie/permanent marker to label the 
following on the outside of the Ziploc bag:

Parent’s Name, Shoe Size, Color, Type of Shoe 
(clogging, jazz, etc.), your mailing address and 

the price of the shoes.
We are only accepting the following shoes:

Black Jazz & Clogging Shoes
Pink Ballet Shoes

Tan Tap Shoes
  We will be charging an additional $5.00 on top 

of the seller’s price and it will be paid to 
RENDANCE.  For example, if a person is selling 
their shoes for $20.00, you’ll pay an additional 

$5.00 to RENDANCE.

There will be a $10.00 late fee added for 
each month it is late.  If an account is overdue for two 
months, your child will not be allowed to participate in 
classes or events until the account is settled.  We must 

have all accounts at a zero balance by Dec. 19 as well.  It is 
the year-end for our 2009 taxes.  This will include costume 

balances and recital fees.

Costumes
There is a $25.00 costume deposit due “per” 
class no later than October 10, 2009.  The 

balance of each costume is due no later than 
November 10, 2009.  We have started receiving 

the catalogs and the prices have increased.

Mule Days

Our theme for the parade this year is the Beverly Hillbillies.  Our students will wear the 09-10 lime tee, 
pink/lime hairbows, black shorts, and socks.  The hair will be in low pigtails.  If a student has short hair, 

just make two pigtails with top and sides of hair.  We will be ordering the packets and the deadline is 
9/14/09.  The packet will include (black shorts, socks, and 2 lime/pink hairbows) for $20.00.  The deadline 

to order the lime tee is 9/14/09.  There are some available in the office.



The parade will begin at 10:00 a.m.  We will post our line-up number on the website the week of the 
parade once we are notified.  Students need to be dropped off at our line-up location no later than 9:00 
a.m.  The line-up will be near the Rescue Building off Lee Street.  Most streets in Benson are closed by 
9:00 so make arrangements to park and allow time to walk and arrive by 9:00 a.m.  The parade will go 
down Main St. (towards the railroad tracks) and end by turning right on N. Lincoln Street.  We will 

proceed 2 blocks and pull over after Church Street.

Dance Attire & Requirements

In the past, our staff has been very lenient with the dress code.   We will be adhering strictly to the 
rules this year.  If we expect others to respect and appreciate us as dancers, then we must dress and act 

like professionals.  Students will be given warnings and or their will be a parent conversation if the 
dress requirements are not followed.

Hair – Hair should be pulled away from the face (ponytail, bun, sides pulled up) – Students should not 
have to redo their hair during class.  Secure ponytail holders are made to prevent them from falling out.

Clothing – Solid color leotards, solid color tights (preferably convertible or transition tights), Dance 
pants allowed (leggings, capris, etc.) but they must not be too long or too baggy.  It is a good idea to 
wear tights and leotards under dance pants in case your child is asked to remove them.  It is crucial for 
teachers to be able to view the body alignment during class to ensure students are properly learning 
dance technique.  Fitted tank tops and sports bra tops that cover stomachs are allowed.

• No gum, candy, food, drink, or street shoes allowed in the dance rooms
• Students should bring their dance bag with them into the classrooms.
• Students are allowed to bring water bottles into the dance rooms but they must have a lid that closes to 

prevent spills.
• Parents and siblings are not allowed to interrupt instructional time.  If there is an emergency, please let 

an office/staff member know and they will get the message to your child.
• Parents are encouraged to drop their child(ren) off during dance time.  Please make sure they do enter 

the studio and we ask that you come into the studio to pick them up after class.  This is a safety issue 
for your child and the only way we can guarantee they are picked up safely, especially at night.
